In order to strengthen the management of the transportation industry, establish and improve the integrity system of the transportation industry, enhance the governance and supervision of the industry, in accordance with guidelines issued by the State Council, the Commission has, in the light of actual work arrangement, formulated the Provisions of Transport Commission of Shenzhen Municipality on Credit Construction and Supervision (Trial), and the Implementation Plan of the Provisions of Transport Commission of Shenzhen Municipality on Credit Construction and Supervision, which has been examined and approved by the Executive Committee of the Commission and is hereby printed and distributed to you. Please implement it conscientiously. For any problem found in the implementation process, please give feedback to the Section of Policies and Regulations.

Provisions of Transport Commission of Shenzhen Municipality on Credit Construction and Supervision (Trial) 
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Chapter I General Provisions 
Article 1 In order to speed up the construction of the credit system of the transportation industry of the whole city, optimize the supervision of the industry, enhance the governance of industry, according to the Guiding Opinion of the State Council on Establishing and Improving the Joint Incentives for Acts of Good Faith and Joint Punishment for Acts of Bad Faith and Speeding up the Construction of Social Credit (GF (2016) No. 33), Opinions of the Ministry of Transport on Strengthening the Construction of Credit System in the Transportation Industry, Notice of the People’s Government of Guangdong Province on Printing and Issuing the Construction Plan of Guangdong Province’s Social Credit System (2014-2020) and Measures of Shenzhen Municipality on the Administration of Public Credit Information, etc., these provisions are formulated in the light of the actual work arrangement of the commission. 
Article 2 These Provisions shall be applicable to the credit system, credit information collection, publicity and sharing, credit evaluation, rewards and punishments and other credit construction and supervision work in the transportation industry of the whole city. 
The objects of credit supervision are the transportation industry and the market entities who provide corresponding services for the commission and affiliated units to the commission through bidding and procurement according to law, including the market operation entities and relevant practitioners. 
Credit supervision is based on credit information. The term “credit information” as mentioned in these Provisions refers to the behavior of market entities (including practitioners) collected and recorded by the regulatory authorities in the course of market entities’ production and operation, as well as the supervision and inspection results in the course of supervision. 
Article 3 The credit supervision of the transportation industry shall follow the principles of encouraging integrity, punishing dishonesty, promoting by the government, co-constructing by the society, sharing information and paying attention to the application. 
Chapter II Division of Responsibilities 
Article 4 Section of Policies and Regulations (Section of Administrative Examination and Approval) (hereinafter referred to as the Section of Policies and Regulations) shall be responsible for coordinating the credit construction and supervision of the commission and undertake the following responsibilities: 

(1) To guide and supervise the construction of the credit management system of the commission; 
(2) To guide and supervise the management and application of credit information gathered by the commission; 
(3) To work out a catalogue for collecting and publicizing credit information in conjunction with the Traffic Operation Command Center; 
(4) To be responsible for the final adjudication of the credit objection of the commission; 
(5) To take the lead in implementing the assessment work related to credit management. 
Article 5 The Traffic Operation Command Center shall be responsible for the construction, maintenance and daily management of the credit management platform of the commission, and undertake the following responsibilities: 
(1) Building the credit management platform of the whole commission covering contract tendering and purchasing services and all sectors (fields) of transportation; 
(2) To be responsible for formulating the security and confidentiality management system of the credit management platform, as well as the technical standards and data standards; 
(3) To be responsible for the daily management of the credit management platform, the daily maintenance of the database, and the collection and management of the credit information, so as to ensure the safe operation of the information publicity platform; 
(4) Coordinate and implement the interconnection and information sharing between the credit management platform of the whole commission and the national, provincial and municipal credit information management platforms. 
Article 6 The supervision of the credit construction of the commission shall be carried out domain by domain (field by field). The responsible unit (department) of each domain (field) shall be in charge of credit supervision of this domain (field) (hereinafter collectively referred to as the supervision leading department), and shall specifically undertake the following responsibilities: 
(1) To be responsible for organizing and formulating the credit supervision system of this domain (field), including credit information collection and push management, credit behavior classification and grading, credit rating standards and verification, objection acceptance and disposal, credit incentive and binding disciplinary measures, joint disciplinary measures, credit repair, etc.; 
(2) To be responsible for organizing, guiding and supervising the implementation of the credit supervision system of this domain (field); 
(3) To be responsible for building credit culture in this domain (field). 
Article 7 Key contents of credit supervision of various domains (field): 
(1) The Construction Management Section shall take the lead in the field of traffic construction engineering. Emphasis will be placed on the performance of contracts including tendering and bidding, survey and design, construction, supervision, engineering consultation, testing and inspection, and engineering quality of traffic construction projects, and on supervision over key links such as product equipment supply, completion settlement and final accounting and auditing. The Construction Management Section shall also establish relevant management mechanism that relates credit evaluation results of market entities, which should be an important basis for bidders’ qualification examination, bid evaluation, bid determination and contract signing, to examination and approval items, such as qualification examination and approval, registration of operation qualification and cancellation of qualification. Enterprises that involve in dismemberment, subcontracting and illegal subcontracting of engineering projects, as well as quality and safety production accidents, poor performance, arrears of project payments and wages of migrant workers are included in the scope of accountability for dishonesty. 
(2) Transport services are led by the Port, Shipping and Freight Transport Bureau and the Public Transport Bureau according to the division of responsibilities. Emphasis will be placed on strengthening supervision over the legitimacy of the operating qualifications of market entities, production safety, management and behavior of practitioners. Quality of service and credit evaluation results will be taken as the basis for administrative licensing, resource allocation, policy and fund support, and determination of supervision levels in accordance with the law. 
(3) In the field of traffic facilities and highway administration, the Bureau of Traffic Facilities shall take the lead in strengthening supervision and control over road facilities maintenance management units on their performance of maintenance contracts, which shall serve as an important basis for units’ qualification examination, bid evaluation and bid determination for maintenance projects. Bureau of Traffic Facilities shall also strengthen supervision over road permit applications, construction entities’ fulfillment of supervision requirements, such as their cooperation with management, building of construction fence, and compliance to specifications of good construction practices, and quality requirement such as road surface restoration, and incorporate credit constraints into administrative examination and approval and other related work. 
(4) The credit management of the tendering, bidding, procurement and contract service objects other than the construction of transportation projects and maintenance of road facilities shall be gradually incorporated into the credit supervision system of the commission. The leading department of this kind of bidding procurement shall formulate the corresponding credit supervision system and organize its implementation. 
Article 8 Each department with responsibilities for administration, examination and approval, inspection and punishment within the commission, as well as the entity initiating the tender and purchase in the tender and purchase activities, shall be responsible for providing credit information. These departments shall collect, sort out and provide relevant credit information of market entities by domain (field), and transfer these information into the commission’s credit management platform. These departments shall also be responsible for handling dissent of credit information provided. 
Chapter III Credit Information Management and Application 
Section 1 Collection of Credit Information 
Article 9 The credit information providing department shall collect the credit information of the market entity in time in the daily management. 
The catalogue of credit information collection of the commission shall include the following categories: 
(1) Basic information on commercial registration and filing information (or basic identity information of natural persons); 
(2) Information on administrative examination and approval and information of alteration; 
(3) Information on the results of administrative inspection and supervision; 
(4) Information on the effective administrative punishment and the information on the change of punishment; 
(5) Information on the investigation and handling results of effective complaint reporting; 
(6) Honorary information; 
(7) Information on eligibility to supportive policies; 
(8) Information on bidding and performance; 
(9) Information on the implementation of joint corrections; 
(10) Other credit information that shall be collected according to regulations. 
Article 10 When credit information corresponding to the relevant acts of market entities has not been found for more than two years from the date of the occurrence, the credit information corresponding to the acts shall not be collected. However, if the act has been discovered by the regulatory department, and the relevant information cannot be collected in time due to intentional obstruction, concealment or non-cooperation of the market entity, or the relevant personnel of the regulatory department fail to collect in time due to dereliction of duty or malpractice, the abovementioned two-year period shall be extended. 
If the behavior persists, the time period shall be counted from the end of such behavior; if the same kind of behavior occurs many times, the time period shall be counted from the time of the last behavior. 
Article 11 Credit information shall be entered in a timely manner, and shall be pushed in real time if conditions permit. 
Without the conditions for the real-time information transmission, the information shall be transferred or pushed to the information management platform within 5 working days from the date of information collection, and the informationization level of the unit shall be improved to realize the real-time transmission of credit information. 
Article 9 Information in item (1) may be obtained through information sharing by other departments, or may be obtained and entered through administrative examination and approval work. 
Article 12 When any department discovers in its daily supervision any illegal act that does not fall within the scope of its responsibilities but falls within the supervision responsibilities of other departments of the commission, it shall timely push the relevant clue information to the credit management platform of the commission in accordance with the catalogue of the credit information collection of the commission. 
Article 13 The leading supervision department shall, in combination with the actual work arrangement, obtain (consult) and use the credit information of the production and business entities that fall within the scope of its administration from other administrative departments. The Traffic Operation Command Center shall coordinate the establishment of the automatic subscription acquisition function. If the automatic acquisition is not realized, the competent department of the industry shall inquire about the acquisition once a month and enter it into the credit management platform of the commission. 
Where other government departments request information from the credit information management platform of the commission due to their work needs, they shall be responded proactively and provided such information free of charge. 
Section 2 Publication of Credit Information 
Article 14 The information specified in item (1) (2) (3) (4) (6) (7) (9) of Paragraph 2 of Article 9 of these Provisions shall be made public. 
Among them, if the subject of item (1) is a natural person, only the relevant information such as name and professional qualification shall be publicized. 
Article 15 The publicity, sharing and use of the credit information collected by the commission shall abide by the principles of truthfulness, legality and timeliness, and shall not divulge state secrets, commercial secrets or personal privacy, nor endanger the public interests of the society or the legitimate rights and interests of the relative parties whose information is to be publicized. 
Article 16 When the content of public information involves privacy, appropriate technical measures shall be taken to deal with it. 
Article 17 Publicized information shall be original and may not be altered without authorization except data format. 
Article 18 If there are provisions in laws, regulations and rules on the time limit for the publication of credit information, such provisions shall prevail. If no provision is stipulated, the time limit for publicity of other credit information shall, in principle, be one year, except for the long-term publicity. 
Information beyond the time limit for publicity shall not be publicized, but records shall be kept in the background database and could be retrieved and queried by persons with permission. 
If the business entity listed in the catalogue of serious violations of law or dishonesty cancels its registration, or the business entity listed in the catalogue of serious violations of law or dishonesty is not re-listed in the catalogue within 5 years from the date of listing, its information shall not be publicized. 
Article 19 Where a market entity objects to the contents of the credit information publicized on the information publicity platform, it may, within the time limit for publication, lodge an objection and provide supporting materials. The same information can only be submitted at most once within the time limit of publicity, otherwise it will not be accepted. 
Where a market entity objects to the publicity information, the information providing department shall, within 10 working days from the date of acceptance, check and make a decision on the objection. 
If the market entity is not satisfied with the decision on the first inspection and treatment, it may apply for review within 3 days after receiving the decision on the first inspection and treatment, and Section of Policies and Regulations of the commission shall make a review decision within 15 working days, and the decision shall be final. 
During the process of information review, the information is marked as “Objection, to be verified” until the review is completed. 
The ways and means of handling objections to credit information shall be publicized on the credit information publicity website. 
Article 20 The Traffic Operation Command Center shall, in accordance with the catalogue of information publicity and relevant requirements, push the credit information to the national, provincial and municipal credit information platforms and publicize the credit information of the transportation industry through the portal website of the commission. 
Article 21 The commission should explore and establish a credit information recovery mechanism. The subject of dishonesty who rectifies the dishonesty within the prescribed time limit, eliminates the adverse effects or performs relevant obligations may no longer be taken as a disciplinary object. 
If an administrative penalty is imposed, the fulfilment of such penalty shall not be taken as the basis for repairing the credit. 
If the same illegal act or violation of regulation happens many times within certain period of time on the same market entity, it shall not be repaired again within one year except under the circumstances specified by laws, regulations or documents of the higher level. 
Section III Application of Credit Information 
Article 22 Departments shall exercise credit supervision over market entities in accordance with the provisions of laws and regulations and the provisions on credit management such as joint disciplinary memoranda. 
Laws and regulations and explicit provisions of China, provinces and municipalities shall be observed and implemented. In the absence of explicit provisions, the leading department shall clearly define in the credit supervision system of its own domain (field) the corresponding credit incentive or disciplinary measures to be taken in the implementation of such activities as administrative examination and approval, administrative punishment, supervision and inspection, procurement by tender, and policy and fund support. 
Article 23 Credit supervision may be carried out in accordance with the law and regulations for specific credit acts, or may be carried out according to the credit status level of market entities. 
Each department shall assess the level of the market entity according to the collected credit behavior information category and level, and take corresponding credit incentive or disciplinary and binding measures according to the level and behavior. 
Where laws, regulations or other documents clearly indicate that credit management can be carried out, each unit shall directly take corresponding incentive or disciplinary measures in accordance with the provisions thereof. 
Where the credit information of a market entity is to be applied and credit incentive or disciplinary measures are to be taken, in addition to the information collected by the commission, the relevant credit information of the market entity generated and published by other administrative departments shall also be queried and collected. 
Article 24 Credit behaviors are divided into two categories: behaviors of integrity and behaviors of dishonesty. The behavior of dishonesty can be divided into serious dishonesty, general dishonesty and other different levels. More specific rating criteria may be undertaken by the leading departments. 
The classification and grading standards of credit behavior should be adapted to the nature and consequences of the behavior. 
Article 25 A market entity shall be classified as a behavior of serious dishonesty in the following circumstances: 
(1) The occurrence of a serious violation of the law; 
(2) The occurrence of a “major or above” production safety accident; 
(3) The same market entity (including different vehicles or personnel of the same business entity) commits the same illegal act many times within a certain period, or is recorded as a general dishonesty for the same reason many times within a certain period; 
(4) Refusing to rectify within a reasonable time limit after receiving written notice of rectification. Or after a reasonable grace period has been given, the rectification is still not up to standard; 
(5) Performing violent acts to disrupt administrative supervision and law enforcement, or refusing to provide relevant information or obstructing the investigation and collection of evidence by law enforcement personnel after receiving a letter of assistance in the investigation; 
(6) Bribing government functionaries in commission’s tendering or procurement has been verified; 
(7) In the course of commission’s tendering or performance of the procurement contract, the performance status is extremely poor, or the performance of the contract is terminated without any reason, resulting in serious consequences. 
Article 26 The credit evaluation results of market entities shall be classified into five grades: good, qualified, basically qualified, bad and seriously bad, which shall be expressed as AA, A, B, C and D respectively. 
The quantitative scoring system shall be adopted for assessment and grading. Each department shall collect all credit information of market entities, quantify the assessment according to specific scoring rules, and determine the corresponding grade by the credit management system according to the assessment and scoring results. Scores may be added for good credit behavior, but may not exceed a maximum of 5% of the total score. 
Ratings are adjusted periodically and dynamically over a fixed period of time. If it gets the score of Grade D, the entity shall be placed on the “blacklist” for management in accordance with the procedures. 
The credit rating can be checked and evaluated manually by the leading unit according to the standard, or by an information-based automatic evaluation system. The self-evaluation system shall be placed in the credit information management system of the commission, and may not be built except for those have already been built. For rating made by the system, the leading unit shall establish a verification and correction mechanism for the result. 
Article 27 The credit supervision system shall determine the retrospective limitation period for the application of credit information. Where there are provisions in laws and regulations, such provisions shall prevail. In the absence of such a provision, the retrospective limitation period shall be commensurate with the nature and consequences of the dishonesty. 
If the retrospective limitation period is exceeded, the credit information shall not be applied. 
The retrospective limitation period and the information publicity period may be different, but shall not be shorter than the publicity period. 
Article 28 Where laws, regulations, rules and documents of higher levels have provided the credit management systems for the integrity “red list” and dishonesty “blacklist”, the identification and application management shall be implemented in accordance with the law. If no relevant regulations have been formulated, the credit management systems of the leading regulatory departments shall include the contents of the “red list” and “blacklist” systems, and shall regulate the generation and publication of the red list and blacklist in accordance with legal provisions. 
On the premise of ensuring independence, impartiality and objectivity, relevant social organizations, financial institutions, credit investigation agencies, rating agencies and industry associations are encouraged to provide the “red list” and “blacklist” information they created to the commission for reference and use. 
Article 29 Rewards and incentives for trustworthy entities shall be strengthened, and “green channels” such as giving priority in handling affairs and simplifying procedures shall be adopted to support incentive measures for market entities listed on the “red list”. In government tendering and procurement, resource allocation, personnel recruitment and other aspects, priority should be given to enterprises and personnel with good credit. 
Encourage enterprises in the industry to employ practitioners with good credit records. 
Article 30 In order to strengthen the punishment and restriction on the subject of dishonesty, the specific punishment measures shall be commensurate with the harm and influence of the behavior the subject of dishonesty commits, and the punishment and restriction measures taken according to law and regulations shall include but not be limited to the following: 
(1) Strictly examining and approving the administrative examination and approval, restricting the examination and approval for new projects or enlarging the scale, and strictly examining and approving the extension of the permit period, etc. If there is a serious dishonesty, the entity may be prohibited from accessing industry according to law. 
(2) It is prohibited to participate in government procurement activities as a supplier. Its participation in bidding activities of government investment in public construction projects is restricted. 
(3) Restricting the its application of financial fund projects. Restricting, verifying, suspending, cancelling or recovering its policy-related support (subsidy) funds. 
(4) Restricting its application for new major projects, restricting its participation in relevant public resources trading activities, restricting its participation in franchising infrastructure and public utilities, and revoking its franchising rights obtained according to law. 
(5) Implementing market and trade prohibition measures against enterprises that have seriously discredited, their legal representatives, persons in charge and registered practitioners who are directly responsible for dishonesty, and prohibiting disciplinary objects from acting as legal representatives, persons in charge of production and operation of enterprises within the legal time limit, and order them to change their registration according to law if they have already done so. 
(6) The honorary titles of the seriously discredited enterprise and its legal representatives, persons in charge, senior management personnel, directors and shareholders who are directly responsible for the dishonesty behavior shall be revoked, and the qualification to participate in the appraising shall be cancelled. 
(7) Restricting disciplinary objects from practicing in inspection and testing institutions, restricting disciplinary objects from obtaining qualifications for certification institutions, and restricting disciplinary objects from obtaining certification certificates. 
(8) Taking disciplinary objects as key supervision objects, paying special attention to them, and increasing the frequency and intensity of inspection and random inspection. 
(9) If the disciplinary object is a discredited practitioner, the management of qualifications should be strengthened according to law, relevant information should be publicized, and restrictions or prohibitions on his employment should be imposed. 
(10) Publicizing the dishonesty behavior of the disciplinary object on credit websites at all levels, and informing relevant institutions of the credit information of the disciplinary object. 
(11) Establishing and improving the withdrawal mechanism for market entities listed on the “blacklist”. 
(12) Other disciplinary and binding measures that may be taken should be in accordance with the law and regulations or the Joint Disciplinary Memorandum. 
If the disciplinary measures do not fall within the competence of the commission, the commission may, in accordance with the relevant mechanisms and procedures, submit a copy of the report to the competent department asking for disciplinary measures. 
Chapter IV Supervision Responsibilities 
Article 31 The Section of Policies and Regulations, together with the Traffic Operation Command Center, shall regularly evaluate the information gathered, pushed and shared by the information providing departments, and shall report the evaluation results and suggestions for improvement. 
Article 32 Where a credit information providing department fails to provide credit information in a timely and accurate manner or violate these Measures, the traffic operation command center shall make a statistical summary and make a circular. In case of serious consequences, the relevant responsible units and personnel shall be investigated for responsibility according to law. 
Article 33 When a credit information providing department discloses or divulges information that might be relevant to state secrets, trade secrets and personal privacy without authorization, or modifies or deletes the credit information of the business entity without authorization, or fails to check and repair the relevant credit information in a timely manner in accordance with regulations, it shall be punished in accordance with relevant regulations. 
Article 34 When the responsible department of credit supervision fails to carry out supervision, or non-responsible department takes credit supervision measures, it shall rectify the situation in a timely manner. In case of serious consequences, the relevant units and personnel shall be investigated for responsibility according to law. 
Chapter V Supplementary Provisions 
Article 35 Where the time limit, classification, classification standards, grading rules and other contents of these Provisions, such as laws and regulations or documents of the State, provincial, municipal and relevant competent authorities, have been provided for, such provisions shall prevail; if there are no provisions, these Provisions shall prevail; where there are new regulations, the relevant systems of the commission shall be adjusted in a timely manner in accordance with the new regulations. 
Article 36 Each leading regulatory department shall, within one month from the date of promulgation and implementation of these Provisions, formulate and promulgate a specific credit regulatory system for its own department or industry. 
The credit supervision system formulated by the leading department of supervision shall comply with the procedures for the examination and issuance of normative documents in accordance with the law. 
Article 37 If the division of responsibilities within the commission is adjusted, the department responsible for the work specified in these Provisions shall be responsible accordingly. 
Article 38 These Provisions shall come into force as of the date of promulgation. 
Implementation Plan of the Provisions of Transport Commission of Shenzhen Municipality on Credit Construction and Supervision 
In order to strengthen the management of the transportation industry, establish and improve the honesty and credit system of the transportation industry, strengthen the implementation of credit construction and management, and enhance the management and supervision of the industry, according to the guidelines of the relevant documents of the State Council, the Ministry of Transport, provinces, and municipalities on the construction of honesty and credit system, in combination with the Provisions of Transport Commission of Shenzhen Municipality on Credit Construction and Supervision and the actual work arrangement, this plan is formulated. 
I. Guiding Ideology 
In accordance with the guiding principles of the 19th National Congress of the CPC, guided by Xi Jinping’s Thought on Socialism with Chinese Characteristics for a New Era, according to the work plan of the country, province and city on establishing and improving the social credit system, centering on the two main lines of constructing a modernized, internationalized, integrated and comprehensive transportation system and a high-quality, high-efficient and high-integrated urban transportation operation system, we should optimize the supervision mode of transportation industry, introduce credit mechanism, apply credit information, and realize credit guidance, so as to achieve the supervision purpose of “once discredited, restricted everywhere”, create an industry environment of “encouraging integrity and punishing dishonesty”, and promote the supervision level of transportation industry in an all-round way. 
II. Establishment of Working Group 
In accordance with the relevant national, provincial and municipal guidelines, in order to strengthen the credit construction and supervision work organization and leadership, we set up the credit construction and supervision leading group of Municipal Transport Commission. 
Group leader: Yu Baoming, Secretary and Director of the Party Group of the Commission
Vice group leaders: Zhang Futong, Zeng Yuexiong, Lou Heru, Xu Zhongping, Huang Shengwen (executive), Jia Liwei 
The members of the leading group shall be the chief leading comrades of each sections and units under the commission (in the case of the law enforcement detachment, the relevant leading comrades should be the member). 
The Leading Group shall have an office, which shall be set up in the Section of Policies and Regulations under the commission, and shall be responsible for managing the daily affairs of the Leading Group. Huang Shengwen serves as the Director of the office, and Huang Wenjie of Section of Policies and Regulations serves as the Deputy Director. 
The office members shall be composed of relevant staff of Section of Policies and Regulations, and, if necessary, the staff of the relevant units under the commission shall be assigned to work in the office. 
III. Division of Tasks and Responsibilities 
(1) To be responsible for the construction of overall system for the credit construction and supervision work of the commission, to guide and supervise the application of specific credit management, system construction and information management in each sector of the commission, implement the assessment work related to credit management, and accelerate the construction of the 1+N credit construction and supervision system of the commission (1 general system regulation of the commission + detailed rules of specific credit management system in each business sector). To work with the Traffic Operation Command Center in developing the catalogue for credit information collection and publicity. (Section of Policies and Regulations takes the lead, with the Construction Management Section, Port, Shipping and Freight Transport Bureau, Public Transport Bureau, Transport Facilities Bureau and Operation Command Center playing the supporting role. The time limit for completion: the overall system of the commission should be completed by the end of August 2018; the information collection and publicity catalogue should be completed by the end of September 2018) 
(2) Construction of the credit management platform of the commission covering all sectors and fields of transportation, as well as tendering and procurement contract services. To be responsible for establishing the technical standards and data standards of the credit management platform. To be responsible for the daily maintenance of the credit management platform database and the collection and management of credit information to ensure the standardization and consistency of data and information. To coordinate and implement the interconnection and information sharing between the credit management platform of the commission and the national, provincial and municipal credit information management platforms. (Operation Command Center takes the lead, with the Construction Management Section, Port, Shipping and Freight Transport Bureau, Public Transport Bureau, Transport Facilities Bureau and other relevant units playing the supporting role. The time limit for completion: before the end of December 2018) 
(3) To formulate credit management systems in various domains (fields). 
1. To establish the credit management system in the domain (field) of engineering construction. To promote the specific credit information classification standard, credit supervision system construction, information collection management, implementation and supervision of credit incentive and restriction regulation, red list and blacklist management of construction domain, and strengthen the building of credit culture. To be responsible for the performance of contracts of traffic construction projects such as bidding and tendering, survey and design, construction, supervision, engineering consultation, testing and inspection, and engineering quality of traffic construction projects, and on supervision over key links such as product equipment supply, completion settlement and final accounting and auditing. To establish relevant management mechanism that relates credit evaluation results of market entities, which should be an important basis for bidders’ qualification examination, bid evaluation, bid determination and contract signing, to examination and approval items, such as qualification examination and approval, registration of operation qualification and cancellation of qualification. Enterprises that involve in dismemberment, subcontracting and illegal subcontracting of engineering projects, as well as quality and safety production accidents, poor performance, arrears of project payments and wages of migrant workers are included in the scope of accountability for dishonesty. (The Construction Management Section takes the lead, with the Transport Facilities Bureau, the traffic and transportation bureaux, Construction Center and the Quality Supervision Station playing the supporting role. The time limit for completion: before the end of September 2018) 
2. To formulate the credit construction and management system in the domain (field) of port, cargo, driving, and maintenance. To promote the classification standard of credit information, the construction of credit supervision system, the collection and management of information, implementation and supervision of credit incentive and restriction regulation, the management of red list and blacklist in the field of port, cargo, driving, and maintenance, and the building of credit culture. To strengthen supervision over the legitimacy of market entities’ operating qualifications, work safety, management and conduct of practitioners, and quality of service. To take the results of credit evaluation as the basis for administrative licensing, resource allocation, policy and fund support, and the determination of supervision in accordance with the law. (Port, Shipping and Freight Transport Bureau takes the lead, with the traffic and transportation bureaux playing the supporting role. Completion time: before the end of September 2018) 
3. To establish the credit construction and management system in the domain (field) of public transport, passenger transportation, and taxi. To promote credit information classification standards, credit supervision system, information collection and management, implementation and supervision of credit incentive and restriction regulation, management of red list and blacklist of operators and practitioners in the road transport market, and strengthen credit culture building in the areas of passenger transport, public transport and taxi industries. To strengthen supervision over key aspects of the road transport market, such as legitimacy of operating qualifications, work safety, management and conduct of practitioners, and quality of service. To take credit evaluation results as the basis for administrative licensing, resource allocation, policy and fund support, and determination of supervision levels in accordance with the law. (The Public Transport Bureau takes the lead, with the traffic and transportation bureau within the jurisdiction playing the supporting role. The time limit for completion: before the end of September 2018) 
4. To formulate the credit construction and management system in the domain (field) of transportation facilities maintenance and highway management. To promote specific credit information classification standards, credit supervision system construction, information collection management, implementation and supervision of credit incentive and restriction regulation, management of red list and blacklist in the industry, and strengthen the building of credit culture in the field of traffic facilities maintenance and highway management. To strengthen supervision over the legitimacy of market entities’ operating qualifications, work safety, management and conduct of practitioners, and quality of service, and take the credit evaluation results as the basis for administrative licensing, resource allocation, policy and fund support, and determination of supervision levels in accordance with the law. They can be formulated separately or a comprehensive system can be put in place, with contents divided into domains. (The Transport Facilities Bureau takes the lead, with the transport bureaus of the respective jurisdictions playing the supporting role. The time limit for completion: before the end of September 2018) 
5. To explore and establish the credit management system for the procurement by tender and the performance of the procurement objects contracts of the commission other than the project construction and maintenance of road facilities. To add credit management conditions, including qualification examination of tendering and purchasing objects, bid evaluation and calibration management, contract performance management and so on, and incorporate them into the scope of credit management to determine credit management measures. (The leading units of procurement by tender take responsibility, with each demand application unit play a supporting role. The time limit for completion: timely advance after the completion and implementation of the credit system in each specific business domain (field))
IV. Work Requirements 
(1) Attach great importance and vigorously push forward. Credit construction and supervision is the basic work for the country to build a new market supervision mechanism and improve the modern management of the government. At present, the conventional thinking (stressing examination and approval, neglecting supervision; stressing punishment, neglecting supervision) still persists in the management of the transportation industry, and deficiency in traditional supervision means is also increasingly apparent. Strengthening the construction and management of the industry credit system is of great significance to improve the management of the industry and create a good market environment. All units should earnestly change their concepts, raise awareness, put credit construction and management on the important work agenda, comprehensively build and introduce credit mechanism in the industry management, vigorously promote the construction of credit management system, improve the supervision of the transportation industry, give full play to the role of credit information, realize credit guidance, implement credit supervision in all work, and improve the supervision level of the industry. 
(2) Dare to explore and pay attention to application. The credit construction and management work, especially the practical application, is still in the initial stage in the whole country, the relevant basis is scattered, the application mode and strength still need to be explored. Each leading unit shall comprehensively sort out relevant laws and regulations and relevant national, provincial and municipal norms and guidance, and formulate a system that not only adheres to the basic principle of “adapting constraints to nature and harmful consequences”, but also dares to explore, ensuring that disciplinary measures against relevant acts and subjects are lawful and available, and improve the pertinence of supervision. 
(3) Clarify the responsibilities and refine the system. The key to the smooth development of credit construction management lies in the perfect system, standards and procedures. Each leading unit shall, in line with the requirements of plan and division of responsibilities, set up a team, identify the person in charge (each leading unit is requested to submit the information of the leader in charge of credit system and management and a work contact person to Section of Policies and Regulations before September 3), carefully sort out the industries and areas within jurisdiction, find out the focus of the construction of honesty and credit mechanism, refine and promulgate the credit management system in this domain (field) as soon as possible under the specific guidance of the provisions on credit construction and supervision of the commission, and clearly define the credit behavior category, classification, rating standards, methods, procedures, incentive and disciplinary measures and relevant responsibility subjects in this domain (field), which is not limited to the situations and types and methods listed in the provisions and schemes. The system formulated by each leading unit shall be made and issued in accordance with the procedures of normative documents if it is effective on the management object of the industry and the relevant cooperative object and affects the rights and obligations of the relative person. 
(4) Strengthen cooperation and make full use of joint efforts. The construction and management of the credit system will be carried out in large scale and are a systematic and comprehensive work. Each unit shall strengthen cooperation, and each leading unit shall actively listen to the opinions and suggestions of the trade associations, enterprises and other cooperating units in light of the actual management of the industry, and strengthen coordination and guidance in the implementation process. Each cooperation unit should take the initiative to participate and actively provide the key management points and demands of the industry, so as to make the credit supervision measures more pertinent. Meanwhile, we should explore the role of outsourcing forces and resources, work together to promote the construction and management of the credit system of the commission, and forge synergies to speed up the construction and management of the credit system of Shenzhen transportation industry. 
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
